For every 5 cubs attending a session one leader comes FREE!

Cub Resident camping is intended to be a pack or den summertime camping experience.  Packs and dens are encouraged to make plans to attend camp, with adults attending with their sons.  In no event should one adult be responsible for more than three boys in the pack.

INDIVIDUAL CUB SCOUTS MAY REGISTER AND ATTEND CUB RESIDENT CAMP WITHOUT THEIR PACK PROVIDED THEY ARE ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT (OVER 21) FAMILY MEMBER.  All fee schedules and deadlines are the same for them.  Make your check payable to Pennsylvania Dutch Council and submit it with this registration form and completed health history directly to the Scout Service Center and not to your pack.)

Campers and adult/leader fees include all meals, program materials and a camp patch. Youth campers fee include a 
T-shirt and camp patch and water bottle. Adults/leaders may want to purchase a T-shirt.  The Trading Post will be open daily with cold drinks, Camp Mack and mementos, snacks, etc. for purchase.

>  All leaders who are or will be responsible for the group must be registered with the BSA.

>  Make your check payable to your pack to cover all fees shown above.

>  Summer camp fees are due in the Council Service Center NO LATER than May 11th in order to receive the discounted fee.  NO EXCEPTIONS will be made to this policy.  Payment received after May 11th must be for the full amount.  Be sure you submit your check to the pack in a timely manner so they have time to meet the May 11th discounted date.

>  PARTIAL REFUNDS for Scouts not attending camp will be given only if the unit notifies the Council Service Center in writing at least 14 days prior to the units scheduled arrival date at camp.  There will be NO refund for cancellation within two weeks of your scheduled attendance of camp except for medical reasons.  Partial refunds for cancellations due to medical reasons will require a doctor’s excuse.  $25 of the registration fee will not be returned.  After June 15, contractual fees increase the non-refundable amount to $50 regardless of the reason for cancellation.  Requests for partial refunds must be made no later than August 31.  Requests made after that date will not be considered.

>  MEDICAL FORMS are required for every youth and adult camper.  At the end of your camp session the medical forms will be returned.  Be sure to make copies before you come to camp.  Keep the original at home in a safe place to use again.  Copies cannot be made at camp.  MEDICAL FORMS ARE REQUIRED FOR EVERYONE AS FOLLOWS:
