This six-day course meets over two three-day 
weekends, April 13-15, 2012 (early Friday 
morning through Sunday late afternoon) at Camp 
John H. Ware III in Peach Bottom, PA. and May 5-
7, 2012 (early Saturday morning through Monday 
late afternoon) at Camp Horseshoe in Rising Sun, 
MD.
